Day 1: Ghoul Goals
Craft: Haunted Homework Folder

Grab a plain folder.
Decorate with Halloween stickers, spooky doodles, googly eyes, and phrases like “Beware: Math Ahead!”
Optional: Add a nameplate with their spooky nickname.

Snack: Ghost Bananas
Cut bananas in half.
Press two mini chocolate chips in for eyes and one for a mouth.
Serve chilled on a spooky plate!

Day 2: Creepy Compliments
Craft: Compliment Cards

Cut cardstock into small rectangles.
Write silly spooky compliments (“You glow like a jack-o’-lantern!”).
Decorate with Halloween doodles or stamps.

Snack: Witch Hat Cookies
Flip fudge-striped cookies upside down.
Use frosting to “glue” a Hershey’s Kiss in the center.
Add a frosting buckle for extra flair.

Day 4: Haunted Hide & Seek
Craft: Glow-in-the-Dark Ghost Rocks

Paint rocks white.
Add ghost faces with black paint or marker.
Coat with glow-in-the-dark paint or stickers.

Snack: Eyeball Punch
Mix juice (grape, cranberry, or fruit punch).
Freeze grapes and drop them in as “eyeballs.”
Serve with a spooky straw!

Day 3: Monster Mash-Up
Craft: Mash-Up Monsters

Use paper scraps, recyclables, or craft foam to build a creature.
Mix features: vampire fangs + ghost sheet + werewolf claws.
Name it and display with pride!

Snack: Frankenstein Rice Krispie Treats
Tint melted marshmallow mix green with food coloring.
Shape into rectangles.
Add candy eyes and chocolate frosting “hair.”

Day 5: Monster Mayhem
Craft: Googly-Eyed Slime

Mix 1 cup glue + 1 tbsp baking soda + food coloring.
Add 1 tbsp contact lens solution and stir until slime forms.
Mix in googly eyes for monster effect!

Snack: Monster Trail Mix
Combine pretzels, candy corn, chocolate chips, cereal, and mini marshmallows.
Serve in monster-decorated cups or bags.

Day 6: Ghoul School
Craft: Haunted Class Schedule

Create a fake school schedule with spooky subject names (“Potion Lab” for science).
Decorate with cobwebs, bats, and eerie fonts.

Snack: Spider Crackers
Spread peanut butter between two round crackers.
Insert pretzel sticks as legs.
Add raisin or candy eyes on top.

Day 7: Costume Chaos
Craft: Mini Costume for Stuffed Animal or Pet

Use felt, fabric scraps, or paper to create a tiny cape, mask, or hat.
Secure with tape or string.
Host a mini fashion show!

Snack: Mummy Pigs in a Blanket
Wrap mini hot dogs in thin strips of crescent dough.
Bake until golden.
Dot mustard or ketchup eyes after cooling.

Day 8: Spooky Story Swap
Craft: Mini “Book of Shadows”

Fold paper into a mini booklet.
Decorate the cover with spooky symbols.
Write short scary stories inside.

Snack: Graveyard Dirt Cups
Layer chocolate pudding, crushed Oreos, and gummy worms.
Add a cookie “tombstone” or candy bones on top.

Day 9: Trick-or-Treat Training
Craft: Decorated Treat Bag/Bucket

Use fabric markers, stickers, or paint to decorate a plain tote or bucket.
Add name tags, spooky slogans, or glow-in-the-dark tape.

Snack: Candy Corn Popcorn Mix
Mix popped popcorn with candy corn, pretzels, and white chocolate drizzle.
Serve in Halloween-themed cups.

Day 10: Witchy Whispers
Craft: Paper Cone Witch Hats

Roll black paper into a cone and tape.
Cut a circle for the brim and attach.
Decorate with glitter, ribbon, or stickers.

Snack: Witch Broom Cheese Sticks
Cut string cheese in half and fringe one end.
Insert a pretzel stick into the uncut end.
Tie with a chive or ribbon for flair.

Day 11: Batty Behavior
Craft: Bat Bookmarks or Window Clings

Cut bat shapes from black cardstock or cling film.
Add googly eyes or glitter.
Use as bookmarks or stick to windows with tape.

Snack: Bat Brownies
Bake brownies and cut into rectangles.
Add cookie halves as wings.
Use frosting or candy eyes for the face.

Day 12: Potion Commotion
Craft: Safe Potion Mixing

Mix juice, sprinkles, gummy worms, and colored ice cubes.
Serve in clear cups with spooky names (“Zombie Zing!”).
Optional: Add dry ice (with adult supervision).

Snack: Witches’ Brew Lemonade
Mix lemonade with green food coloring.
Add tapioca pearls and candy mix-ins.
Serve with a cauldron-style cup or ladle.



Day 13: Creepy Celebration
Craft: Spooky Awards or Certificates

Create “Best Monster Dance,” “Scariest Costume,” etc.
Use cardstock, stamps, and glitter.
Present at your haunted talent show!

Snack: Eyeball or Ghost Cake Pops with little debbies
       Ingredients:

1 box of Little Debbie snack cakes (Swiss Rolls, Zebra Cakes, or Pumpkin Delights work great!)
½ cup frosting (optional, for extra binding)
Candy melts (white for ghosts, red or green for eyeballs)
Lollipop sticks
Candy eyes or mini chocolate chips
Sprinkles, gel icing, or edible markers for decorating

       Instructions:
Unwrap the Little Debbies and mash them in a bowl with a fork.
If needed, add a spoonful of frosting to help bind the mixture.
Scoop and roll into 1-inch balls.
Chill in the fridge for 15–30 minutes to firm up.
Melt a small amount of candy melts.
Dip the tip of each lollipop stick into the melted candy, then insert into each cake ball.
Chill again briefly to set.
Melt the rest of the candy melts and dip each cake pop until fully coated.
For eyeballs: Add a candy eye and draw red squiggles with gel icing.
For ghosts: Use mini chocolate chips or edible markers to draw spooky faces.   

       Display:
Stick into foam or a decorated cup to serve.
Optional: Add spooky name tags or mini awards from your Day 13 craft!
